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Gene D. Morse, Pharm.D., FCCP, BCPS 

Dr. Morse received a baccalaureate in Pharmacy from the University at Buffalo (UB), 
SUNY and completed a PGY1 practice residency at the Moses Cone Memorial Hospital 
in Greensboro, North Carolina, a then a Doctor of Pharmacy degree and Fellowship in 
Clinical Pharmacokinetics at UB.  Gene is currently Professor and Associate Dean for 
Clinical and Translational Research at the UB School of Pharmacy and Pharmaceutical 
Sciences and the Director of the Pharmacotherapy Research Center.  Dr. Morse is also 
leading a new Translational Pharmacology Research program in the New York State 
Center of Excellence in Bioinformatics and Life Sciences at UB. 
 
Dr. Morse has an active research program with current funding from the National 
Institute for Allergy and Infectious Diseases (NIAID) AIDS Clinical Trials Group (ACTG) 
as a PI for the UB Pharmacology Specialty Laboratory and from National Institute on 
Drug Abuse as PI for an RO1 entitled “Drug Interactions and Therapeutic Drug 
Monitoring of Antiretrovirals”. Dr. Morse was one of the initial investigators funded to 
establish the Adult ACTG as the PI for the UB Pharmacology Laboratory. In 1986, Dr. 
Morse developed the Laboratory for Antiviral Research at UB in the School of Pharmacy 
and Pharmaceutical Sciences. The laboratory has been a training site for numerous 
post-doctoral fellows and residents as well as pre-doctoral students. The laboratory is 
approved by New York State to conduct protease inhibitor assays in support of 
therapeutic drug monitoring research for antiretrovirals.  
 
Dr. Morse is board certified as a Pharmacotherapy Specialist, and he directs the HIV 
Pharmacotherapy Research program at the Erie County Medical Center, the site for the 
UB HIV Specialty Residency. Dr. Morse is a member of the Institutional Review Board 
and is a past member of the UB Presidential Review Board for academic promotion and 
tenure. Dr. Morse is a past chairman of the ACTG Pharmacology Committee and is the 



current Chairman of the Pharmacology Quality Assurance Subcommittee. Dr. Morse 
participates on NIH Center for Scientific Review Panels which have included AIDS and 
Related Research Integrated Review Group, Pediatric ACTG Review, NIMH Special 
Emphasis Panel, AIDS and Related Research and AIDS Clinical and Epidemiology 
Review.  
 
Dr. Morse was a 2002 recipient of the Sustained Achievement Award from UB and the 
2004 recipient of the State University of New York Chancellor's Award for Excellence in 
Scholarship and Creative Activity. He has >120 publications and has had sustained 
research funding for 20 years. He contributes to editorial review for the textbook 
Antimicrobial Therapy and Vaccines, and the Journal of AIDS, and Clinical 
Pharmacokinetics. Dr. Morse has mentored international students and collaborated on 
the development of the International Center for HIV/AIDS Pharmacotherapy Research 
and Training at the University of Zimbabwe. Dr. Morse has received grants from NIDA to 
support International HIV Research and the NIH Fogarty International Center for 
antiretroviral pharmacology training for pre- and post-doctoral trainees.
